The most recent system addition for sliding doors and pivoting windows presented at BAU 2015 expands the scope of application of this extremely slender steel profile system.
The extremely slender Janisol Arte steel profile system is perfect for creating glazing installations with graceful grid dimensions and outstanding strength. In addition to windows and fixed glazing, the system can also be used for sliding leaves up to 3000 mm wide x 2500 mm high (max. 150 kg/leaf). Double-glazed insulating glazing 20 to 34 mm thick can achieve a UW value of 1.5 W/m2K. The Janisol Arte sliding door has been tested and carries a CE marking. The materials used – steel and glassfibre-reinforced high-performance plastics – are tremendously robust, which results in a very strong and durable construction. The range of application will be extended during 2015 to include pivoting windows.
The Janisol Arte steel profile system for windows and glazing achieved CE classification in accordance with EN 14351-1 with excellent test results. With a profile face width of between 25 and 40 mm and an installed depth of 60 mm, it can be used to reproduce historical window constructions true to the original or to develop contemporary solutions. Window sizes up to 800 by 1600 mm are possible – as single or double side-hung windows, as single- or double-sash side-hung windows opening inwards or outwards, as single-sash bottom- or top-hung windows or as single-sash projected top-hung windows, again opening inwards or outwards, while fully meeting today's requirements for the thermal insulation of buildings. The system can also fulfil other modern standards, such as those for sound insulation.
The multiple award-winning Janisol Arte profile system is based on a completely new type of profile and connection technology that was developed in-house at Jansen and has been tested in accordance with EN 14024. The modular system offers architects and planners a wide range of solutions for all types of facade, window and door constructions – always taking all structural engineering, building physics, safety and security requirements set by the regulations and the client into account.
