Maximum security with full panic function
With the new multi-function door, Jansen addresses the requirements of EN 179 and EN 1125 for escape routes and rescue routes as well as the requirements of burglar resistance to RC2 and RC3 standards – for the first time as a tested steel system.
Architects and designers particularly appreciate the extra functional benefits; the new multi-function door provides good burglar resistance and, in an emergency, can be used as a full panic door over the full width of the element. This means that the tested multi-function steel door is the optimum solution for buildings with high security requirements, such as sports and leisure facilities, public office buildings, airports, shopping centres, hospitals and schools. Appropriately designed commercial properties thus become attractive for high-end tenants such as jewellers, banks and exclusive car dealerships. 
Burglar resistance has been proven for the Janisol, Janisol HI, Janisol 2 and Economy 60 steel profile systems. In addition, it is possible to achieve bullet resistance up to class FB 6, depending on the steel profile system.
The matching element from the modular system can be used to construct single and double doors opening inwards and outwards, and optionally also without threshold. The clear system definition of the familiar base systems makes it possible for assemblers to assemble all models efficiently, and hence cost-effectively. This leads to technically sophisticated constructions that are very rugged and reliable in function and respond to the increasing demand for security; the doors also contribute to the long-term value retention of the property.
