The high thermal insulation values go hand-in-hand with high mechanical strength. Therefore Janisol HI steel doors are perfect in particular for high-footfall entrance areas, where they can be relied on to function perfectly and reliably in the long term. A new addition to the range is a profile for sheet metal-clad doors, which further expand the possible uses of this highly thermally insulated steel profile system.

Steel windows and fixed glazing in Janisol HI also score well when it comes to excellent thermal and structural properties. Janisol HI fixed glazing units achieve Uw values as low as 0.69 W/m2K, while the system's windows – including side-hung, turn-tilt, double-leafed and top-hung – go as low as 0.8 W/m2K. To show that the HI system can live up to this promise, it carries the Minergie certification of Janisol HI windows in Switzerland – the first steel window to do so. 
Sash heights of up to 2800 mm and weights up to 180 kg are possible with Janisol HI for an installed depth of 90 mm. Infill elements thicknesses of up to 66 mm (e.g. triple glazing, burglar-resistant glass) can be used. At the same time, the narrow profiles allow the maximum amount of daylight to enter, which reduces the use of artificial lighting. The distinctive design freedom offered by Janisol HI makes it the preferred system solution for up-market residential buildings.

For example, installing a lock into a door takes only a few minutes because the lock is integrated into the isolator, which does away with the need for laborious steel machining.
